POOL FENCING REGULATONS
Ordinance No. #889
An ordinance to amend the City of Albia Code of Ordinances to establish fencing regulations governing the erection and maintenance of fencing around private pools within the City boundaries.
WHEREAS, the City of Albia has the responsibility to establish and maintain regulations governing the use of private property within the City limits and,
WHEREAS, the lack of regulations governing fencing around private pools can create an attractive nuisance which might endanger the public well-being.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Albia, Iowa, that City Ordinance Chapter 123, Section 123.05, is hereby amended to include the following language:
1. 123.05(3)
Pool Fencing.
A. No private swimming pool, which contains water more than 36 inches or more in depth, shall be erected unless it is entirely enclosed by building, fence or walls not less than 5 feet in height and of such construction that a child may not reach the pool from the street, adjacent property without opening a door or gate or scaling a wall or fence
B. Said fence shall have no openings in the fence greater than 4 inches 

and shall be equipped with self-latching gates or doors.

C. These provisions do not apply to inflatable pools.

D. This provision shall go into effect July, 1, 2021.
